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This document was written as a collaborative effort during the 2003 - 2004 and 1004 — 2005
school years. In preparation to this process, the committee studied the ALA publication
Information Power (1998) and the library media center curriculum guides of the Rockwood and
Parkway School Districts. In addition, websites from DESE and SUCCESSLINK were
consulted.




Rationale

The MRH school library media program's ultimate purpose is to prepare MRH students through
instruction and practice, to access, evaluate, select, synthesize, and analyze information from
many sources and formats. Due to our district's commitment to this purpose, it is the intent of
the MRH school district library media program to support a community of learners where
students:

Pursue questions of personal interest

Interact with one another, teachers, and a vast array of world wide informational
resources

Ask productive question

Become reflective learners.

The means by which we will achieve this include:
1. by providing intellectual and physical access to materials in all formats
2. by providing instruction to foster competence and stimulate interest in reading, viewing,
and suing information and ideas
3. by working with other educators to design learning strategies to meet the needs of
individual students.

Information Power:Building Partnerships for Learning,1998

The Early Childhood Center (grades K-1) Library Media program strives to reflect and support
the early literacy practices as demonstrated throughout the Early Childhood Center. In a
comfortable, small-child friendly atmosphere, through the use of drama, song and numerous
hands-on opportunities, students feel excited about consuming wonderful stories. Students feel
empowered as they learn to browse for age appropriate materials and check them out for
personal use.

The MRH Elementary (grades 2-6) Library Media program is both literally and figuratively the
heart of the school. Through its flexible scheduling arrangement and collaborative planning with
teachers, the LMC program offers curricular support and ready access at all times to all members
of the MRH Elementary community. Skills are taught in the context of project-based
assignments. Recreational reading and reading for a purpose are encouraged by having an up-to-
date collection in a wide range of subjects written at varying reading levels. MRH Elementary
students also participate in library-sponsored reading programs. Last but not least, sixth grade,
through the kiva curriculum, learn to develop varying perspectives, enhance social skills and
assume leadership roles.

The Middle School/High School (grades 7-12) Library Media program is a collaborative
partnership supporting the needs of the students and teachers. An effort is made to enhance
student skills in the areas of research, reading, and the development of a product such as a
research paper, electronic presentation, or poster. The use and understanding of literary criticism
is an area of focus as well as the constructive use of the Internet for educational purposes along
with online programs provided by the school. Reading programs are offered to Middle School



and High School students. A focus of recreating the Middle School/High School library program
will be a priority as a new library is constructed.

MRH students must be information literate. No other change in American society has offered
greater challenges than the emergence of the Information Age. With information expanding at
an unprecedented rate, information literacy is a survival skill students must acquire. Information
literate people know how to find, evaluate, and use information effectively regardless of its'
format. Library Media Centers play a key role in preparing students for the demands of today's
information society.



MRH Library Media Center Statement

Belief Statements

Equity

Educational equity is a core principle in the MRH Library Media Center. We believe that all
students, regardless of their gender, race, ethnicity, disability, or economic level deserve to learn
in an environment that supports their learning and meets their needs effectively. Based on that
belief the Library Media Centers have on “open door” policy, fully staffed, with accessibility to
all. The materials, print and non-print, cover a broad learning spectrum. Gender, racial/ethnic,
and disability awareness equity are all considered when selecting materials for the Library
Media Center collections.

Research/Information

Research is the core of the MRH Library Media Center. Experimenting, asking questions, and
finding answers are examples of inquiry and research. Research supports our students in
becoming critical thinkers and better decision-makers. We encourage our students to be critical
and copious readers of the best media, print, audio, and video content, writers of reflective
essays, and critics of social and scientific phenomena. Library Media Specialists guide students
in the research process at all levels.

MRH students will develop competency in the following research/selection skills:

Use appropriate search strategies to locate sources appropriate to grade/reading level for
classroom assignments

Recognize appropriate technology and print sources for specific purposes
